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TONGE HATTRICK IN FINAL CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP 

 

In one of the longest one-day competitions in BCGBA history, Tonge Bowling Club (Greater Manchester) lifted the 

2010 Club Championship trophy for a third time, adding to their successes in 2008 and 2009, when the competition 

resumed at Centre Vale Park in Todmorden after last year’s deluge brought play to an abrupt halt.  

 

Tonge‟s win equalled that of Garswood Hall (Lancashire) 

who were the winners in 1994, 1999 and 2003 and 

ironically they would have played the three-time winners 

in the opening round had they not withdrawn from the 

competition. 

 

Pudsey proved Tonge‟s sternest test of the day as they 

came within 16 shots of victory in the quarter-finals but 

in the semi-finals and final they had no problem in 

accounting for Fishwick Ramblers by 54 and Bradfield 

by 32. 

 

Before the quarter-finals could get under way there was 

some unfinished business from Group 1 with the four 

teams making an early start to complete their first round 

matches started last October.  

 

 

 The holders, Lloyd Hotel (Cheshire), resumed with a 12 

shot advantage over Llay Welfare after three games 

completed but were unable to keep hold of their lead as 

Llay pulled off a surprise victory by 4 shots. Fishwick 

Ramblers and Nordley Liberals (Staffordshire) had six 

games to complete and with 7 shots between the two sides 

at the start of play in their unfinished match the Ramblers 

added to their score to win by 29 and face Llay Welfare 

for a place in the semi-finals.  

 

Bradfield caused another surprise in the quarter-finals as 

they defeated the fancied St Georges by 4 shots with Peter 

Workfolk‟s 21-7 scorecard standing out from the 

otherwise close games. The South Yorkshire champions 

went on to reach the final at the expense of Highway 

Social with 26 shots to spare.  
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The opening blocks of the final were shared two each as 

Tonge took an 8-shot advantage. Jimmy Derby‟s 21-6 

return proved vital as did Matt Gillies comeback, running 

out to game from 8-18.  The second half of the game was 

more one-sided as Tonge claimed three of the four 

winning cards. Gary Ellis handed in another 21-6 card 

and with Stuart Mort close behind winning 21-8. Tonge 

may have become the last ever winners of the BCGBA

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THREATENED BOWLING GREENS TO BE PROTECTED UNDER HOUSE OF COMMONS PROPOSALS

THREATENED bowling greens could get more protection against closure under proposals 

introduced to Parliament today.  

 

Labour MP John Woodcock is introducing a bill in the House of Commons to make it easier for 

bowlers to stop their local green being sold off for development.  

 

The proposals seek to halt the growing number of bowling greens, both crown green and lawn, being 

disposed of across England, often leaving thriving and active clubs with nowhere to play.  

 

The bill would also introduce a „community right to buy‟ for bowling greens, allowing people to club together and form a 

co-operative to purchase the green for themselves and maintain it as a community asset. 

 

In the UK there are approximately 400,000 bowlers across crown and flat greens. The sport remains popular with older 

people, but does attract people of all ages.  

 

But in recent years, bowling clubs have been hit as a result of struggling pubs or social clubs attempting to sell off greens 

for development. More recently, a number of councils facing cuts in their funding have chosen to cease maintenance of 

greens or sell them entirely.  

 

Mr Woodcock, MP for Barrow and Furness who took up the sport as a junior crown green bowler in Sheffield, said: 

“Bowling clubs are vital community hubs across the country but more and more are at risk of being sold off for 

development. That would deprive many older people of their only sport and break up the social networks that build up 

around the green.  

 

“We should strengthen planning laws so bowlers get a genuine say if their green is under threat and have the right to get 

together and buy the greens themselves at a reasonable price to prevent it being built over.” 

 

The protection of bowling greens bill strengthens planning safeguards so a green that is used by an existing team cannot 

be built over unless local bowlers actively consent to the sell-off.  

 

Although existing planning laws state that bowling greens and other sporting venues should not be disposed of unless they 

are surplus to requirements, developers find ways to convince councils to allow sell offs even though greens are still in 

active use. 

 

The bill would also create safeguards against sharp practices where some owners wishing to sell off a green, padlock its 

gates so they can claim to planners it is no longer required.  

 

The measures are being introduced as a „ten-minute rule‟ motion – bills which require government support to become law 

but help get important issues on the political agenda. 

 

Bowlers have urged the government to adopt the proposals to arrest the sale of greens. John Crowther, chief executive of 

the British Crown Green Bowling Association, said: “I very much welcome this bill that draws attention to the plight 

facing bowlers across the country who just want to enjoy this great sport on the greens they love. Bowlers deserve a 

greater say when faced with the threat of a sell off and these proposals would give them that.” 

 

Tony Allcock MBE, Bowls England Chief Executive, said: “Bowls is such an important sport for all ages and abilities, 

but particularly as a way to keep older people active. Bowls England welcomes any moves to protect clubs in both private 

and public ownership for generations to come.”

SUGGESTION TO REVAMP 

VETERANS COUNTY CHAMPIONSHIP 

 

Competitions Officer, Mac Farlow (pictured below), has 

put forward a suggestion to change the format of the 

Veterans County Championship to address the 

complaints of the day being too long. 

 

Currently, the competition is played all on one day with 

the 16 Country Associations divided into four groups, 

playing each other on a round-robin basis, with the 

winners qualifying for the semi-finals and, if successful, 

the final. This requires an early start and late return for 

some County Associations and, with the prospect of 

having played five games during the competition, it 

does make for a very tiring day.  

 

Mac‟s suggestion is to split the County Associations 

into four regional zones, playing each other on a round-

robin basis, with the winners of each zone qualifying for 

the semi-finals, which, together with the final, would be 

completed on a separate date and at a neutral venue.
